Return: on foot with Herta or by taxi (shared taxi registration at approx.  
06.00 pm via Herta, chargeable) 
Cost: The torch and the hike are free of charge.  
The taxi and refreshments at the Bürgerbergalm are to be paid for 
individually. 

 
 
Thu 05.03., 05.00 pm Full moon slopes –Ski tours to the Fageralm 

Anyone can take part in the ski tours to the Fageralm in Forstau, because 
it is not a race. Everyone can set their own pace for the ascent, and the 
focus is on the shared experience. Individual ascents are possible from 
05.00 pm at the valley station of the Fageralm mountain railways, with a 
choice of three tours depending on your fitness level: 
To the Premhütte – Vorderfager / 700 m elevation gain / walking time 
approx. 1.5 hours (hut 
open) 
To the Trinkeralm / 870 m elevation gain / walking time approx. 2 hours 
(hut open) 
Goliath swing / 950 m elevation gain / walking time approx. 2.5 hours 
Slopes close 
at 11.00 pm! Please bring a valid ski tour ticket or ski pass, 
or a full moon tour ticket, €10, available on site at the Jägerlift valley 
station. For each valid ticket, you will receive one raffle ticket per full 
moon tour. The grand prize draw for high-quality prizes will take place 
on March 26 at the Trinkeralm.
